SPORTS HORSE BREEDING OF GREAT BRITAIN — (Classes 1 to 9)
This Show is affiliated to SPORT HORSE BREEDING OF GREAT BRITAIN and all Hunter
Classes will be judged under the Society’s Rules.

o Small Hunter, Lightweight, Middleweight, Heavyweight & Working Hunter classes (1,2,3,4 & 5)
are qualifying events for this year's Horse of the Year Show (7 — 11 October 2009), and only
horses registered on the current year Show Hunter Register are eligible to enter. The highest
placed horses in the Small Hunter, Lightweight, Middleweight, Heavyweight and Working
Hunter classes will qualify to enter at the HOYS if the first placed horse has already qualified,
then the second placed horse will qualify.

Part-breds and mares with a living
foal born during the current season are not eligible to compete.

« Riders can be of any age with the exception of those riding stallions who must have attained
their 12" birthday before 1%' January in the current year. Correct riding attire must be worn,
spurs are not allowed and whips must not exceed 30”. Riders must be members of their
respective breed society, NPS, Ponies (UK) or BSPS.

Leading Rein & First Ridden Mountain & Moorland Championships

« These classes are open to M&M mares and geldings, four years old and over, registered in the
main body of their respective Stud Books.

« Judges may only judge one qualifier during the current year, marks will be awarded as follows:

 In the case of equality, the pony with the highest show, freedom of action mark will be deemed
the winner.

« Where more than 20 entrants are forward in each class, the class may be split. The judges
should split the class according to the circumstances on the day.

« The first five animals in each split class must go forward to a final judging.

PERFORMANCE HORSES & PONIES — (Classes 10 to 16)

The classes will be judged on the continental system. The animals will enter the ring individually

and will be judged on the triangle.

Method of judging:

1. All animals to enter the ring as a class and circle the judge once.

2. All animals retire to the collecting ring and enter the ring individually for scrutiny.

3. Marks are awarded by the judge. Marks are awarded for conformation, walk, trot and overall
manner. At the end of the class, the scores are collated and the animals called back into the
ring for presentation.
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Championships to be judged on visual merit (not on the points system).

These classes are for young athletic horses/ponies that have the conformation and movement
to go to the top of their sphere.

Horse entries do not require to be registered with the SHB (GB).

All entries in the horse classes must exceed 153cm (15hh approx) at maturity

To be eligible, ponies must be registered with a recognised Breed Society, NPS British Riding
